Research degree, (M. Phil) programs will be added in third
phase of development.

Management, Humanities and Social Science, Education, Science and technology are the major
areas of higher education in GNC. However, the new programs, applicable in the present
market situation, developed by the university will be incorporated. Besides, the college has
established an independent research and development wing to practice research and explore
the knowledge in Nepali society.
